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The meeting of September 
4th, 2007 came to order at 
7:30 p.m.  There were 25 
persons present.  The meet-
ing began with the pledge of 
allegiance to our national 
flag.  Gene Mathis, 
KG4SXE, club president, 
was the presiding officer.  
Gene began by saying that 
the club had three public 
events coming up, so sign 
up sheets were circulated 
for those who could volun-
teer to sign.  The upcoming 
events are: 1) The annual 
Hunger Walk, September 
15th, beginning at Jackson 
Park, Hendersonville, N.
C.,2)  The DuPont Mara-
thon, October14th,  and the 
Tour de Leaves bicycle ride, 
October 20th. 
 
Walt Wernsing, KO4JN, 
took some time to auction a 
few pieces of equipment 
from the estate of Herm Fa-
bert, W9FHW.  Most of the 
older club members will 
remember that Herm was a 
dedicated club member for 
many years until he moved 
to Washington State.  In-
cluded were, a Z-Match 
tuner, A Z-Match that was 
being constructed, two 3 
watt  power supplies, and a 
4 to 1 balun box.  Of the 
pieces that were sold, the 

proceeds went to the club 
treasury. 
 
Lil Clark, KG4GFP, club 
treasurer, gave the report 
that there was $771.84 in 
the treasury at the time of 
the meeting.  It won’ t be 
long until dues will be due 
again. 
 
Duke Knief, W4DK, was 
the featured speaker for this 
club meeting.  Before he 
began, he gave a brief report 
on the ECOMM conference 
that he attended in Hunts-
ville, Alabama.  One item of 
interest was that D-Star re-
peaters were being installed 
along the gulf coast.  This is 
an Icom system of digital 
communications.  Duke had 
an Icom hand-held to show 
us that was capable of digi-
tal or analog reception and 
transmitting.  A recent issue 
of QST had an article on D-
Star. 
 
Duke main topic of the eve-
ning was an explanation of 
GPS and how it works.  He 
began by explaining that 
there are 24 satellites in or-
bit around the earth.  The 
primary user of the ad-
vanced GPS system is the 
military.  Duke went on to 
say that the GPS unit had to 

“see”  three of the satellites 
to get reading of where it 
was.  Once it had the read-
ing, it can tell you where 
you are by giving longitude 
and latitude, and some units 
will also give the altitude.  
Duke gave the example of 
hiking in the forest.  When 
you start, you set the unit as 
to where you are.  The unit 
keeps track of your route, 
and some displays show a 
trail of dotted lines of your 
path.  When you wish to go 
back to the starting point, 
the GPS will guide you 
back. 
 
GPS can be used to plot a 
journey, and it can be used 
by amateurs with the APRS 
system.  This links a radio 
to GPS that has a map pro-
gram to show where you 
have traveled that day; or, it 
can be used to show where 
other amateurs might be in 
relation to your area.
